From the Seneschale:

I want to give all of you future autocrats the template for copy that you send to the seneschal for approval and then sent for publication in The Page. You can write copy that is fun and fancy: just remember to proofread yourself to get The Page version, because if it is too long, it may be cut at kingdom, and you might lose important bits.

The deadline for The Page is 5 pm (West Coast time) on the first of the month preceding the issue you wish the copy published in. A barony is entitled to up to 1/3 of a page for event copy. If the copy does not have the required copy will be returned to be fixed, and thereby may miss the deadline. So getting copy in early is a good thing. 

Information that must be included are date of event, event name, sponsoring branch, physical site, city and state, as well times of event, event fees, check writing info ("make checks payable to SCA, Inc. - Barony of Winter's Gate"), autocrat's society and modern names (no titles), mailing address, telephone number and email.

Directions to the site, the most concise and accurate as you can make them. Incuding the street address and zip code of the site will help people use various mapping aids, are helpful, but not required in the copy. Neither is the introductory language, competitions information, etc. Include them if you wish, but keep the 1/3 page restriction in mind.

Upcoming Events:

Spring Captaincy

May 31-June 1, Barony of Winter's Gate

 Come one, come all to the final rites of the Goddess Diana, the Ludi saeculares!  These rites of Rome were four historic celebrations of pageantry, games, and sacrifices to close the six day celebration honoring the goddess Diana. In the days preceding this semi-centennial event, heralds were sent about to invite the people to a spectacle which no one had ever beheld, and which no one would ever behold again. Great sporting events and sacrifices took place in the Circus Flaminius to discourage evil deities from entering the city.      

We, the People's Senate of Winter's Gate, invite you to join in our celebration of the Goddess Diana as we fight in the Circus Flaminius to determine our baronial Captain, who will lead our troops to war after the spring planting. 

Feast to be served around 6 pm. We intend to sacrifice game to the goddess Diana through the rites of Pinata. The people’s offerings to Diana should serve 8 to 10 adults, and may be sides, greens, main dishes, or deserts period. Period foods, Roman or otherwise, are encouraged. The Autocrats Whim is period game recipes (chicken or other substitutions allowed). The People’s Senate of Winter’s Gate will provide a main meat dish. 

The Baroness' Whim is flowers in any mode. The Baron's Whim is pretty shields in two categories. The first, for fighters, a call to improve the look of the militia's shields (heraldic, or simply something other than plain aluminum and wooden shields). The second, for non-fighters, emblazoned shields in any mode. The second Autocrats' Whim is Roman clothing, from the Classical to the Fall of Rome: documentation (or really good rationalization) are encouraged and will be scored accordingly.

There will be two fundraisers for the barony at the event. The first will be a Luncheon Auction. We encourage the wonderful cooks of the barony to pack a lunch for 4-6 to be auctioned off. Winners will receive not only the lunch, but also the company of the preparer. The second will be an Artisan's Auction. This will be a silent auction for people to bid on pledged article by the artisans. All supporters of the barony are encouraged to participate.

Sunday's activities include a fighter practice, as well as a Baroness' Tea and socializing.

The site is the Moose Creek Pavilion of Pioneer Park (Alaskaland). Site opens at 10 am and closes at 11 pm on Saturday and whenever we break up on Sunday. Event activities start at 11 am Saturday. Event fees are $7 for members, $10 for non-members, children 12 and under are free. Makes checks payable to "SCA Inc. -- Barony  of Winter's Gate." Directions: 2300 Airport Way, the corner of Airport Way and Peger Road. Turn onto Peger facing the river and park in the lot by the canoe rental place. If you get there before 11 am, you can drive into the Park where Second Avenue turns into Moore Street, but you must be unloaded and out of the Park by 11 am when they lock the entrance.

And now for something entirely different:

Du’ad Bob Review

It’s just amazing, sometimes, how one thing will lead to another and another, until you end up with a whole chain of things which began with but a single one. In this case, the chain ended up being the research I did when trying to double-check a couple of facts for a review of another old (1912) movie of another one of Shakespeare’s historical plays. (Or maybe it’s considered to be one of his tragedies. After all, nearly everyone dies in the end, the hallmark of a true Shakespearean tragedy.) In the course of that what I thought would be only a few minutes worth of verification research, I discovered the protagonist’s full name, all of her children and their names, confirmed a little bit of Latin (which only appeared in the movie as an acronym, SPQR), and finally, learned that, at least in this context, an “asp” is probably actually the Egyptian cobra. So, with all that as background, you can already probably figure out the subject of his month’s review.  Taken from William Shakespeare’s Antony and Cleopatra, this 1912 extravaganza, with a cast of dozens, was entitled Cleopatra: The Romance of a Woman and a Queen.

Starring the “Helen Gardner Picture Players”, Helen Gardner produced as well as starred in the title role, with Charles Sindelar as Marc Antony, James R. Waite as Venditius, Pearl Sindelar as Iras, Harry Knowles ad Kephren, Mr. Howard as Pharon, Mr. Paul as Octavius, and Mr. Osborne as Diomedes. Ms. Gardner’s husband, Charles L. Gaskill, wrote the screenplay, directed, and designed Cleopatra’s costumes. The movie (and the play on which it is based) follows the relationship between Cleopatra VII Thea Philopator ("the Goddess Cleopatra [VII], the Beloved of Her Brother/Husband.") and Mark Antony from the time of the Parthian War (when Antony called her to Tarsus) to Antony’s and Cleopatra's suicides as Octavian (soon to be Augustus) takes over the capital of Egypt, Alexandria. Oddly enough, at no time is her son by Julius Caesar, Ptolemy XV Philopator Philometor Caesar, nicknamed Caesarion (little Caesar), nor the twins she bore Marc Antony before their marriage (Cleopatra Selene and Alexander Helios.), or the son (Ptolemy Philadelphus) she bore him after, ever even mentioned in the film.

Good points: Some parts of the new musical soundtrack. Most everyone looks like normal people, not buffed up heroes á la Brad Pitt in Troy or anorexic leading women.
Bad points: The Renaissance Italian shield with what are supposed to be the coat of arms of Rome on it. (Thus the SPQR; Senatus Populus Que Romanum, the Senate and People of Rome.) The costumes. Was that a crown that Antony was wearing at Tarsus? For such a short film (88 minutes, a real blockbuster for its time), there are long stretches in which very little happens to advance the plot.

Zero breasts. No blood. Five dead bodies. Flower fu. Stone fu. Spear fu. Asp (well, Egyptian cobra) fu. Ships roll. Gratuitous fisherman. Gratuitous fluffy dogs. Gratuitous dancing girls. Gratuitous psychic come-hither message. There is much waving about of arms. And what was the deal with folks drawing swords halfway out of their scabbards, only to shove them back in? To show, what? A willingness to fight? As an exclamation, a non-verbal form of the spoken, “Hear!  Hear!”? I dunno; I just found it distracting. A 72 on the Vomit Meter.  1-1/2 Stars. Da’ud Bob says, “This ain’t your Elizabeth Taylor-Richard Burton Cleopatra. Check it out!”
