Our Heavy tournament will be hosted by our new Baronial Marshal Sean.  It will include all weapons to show our visitors as many ways to fight with as many weapons as possible. A Time Schedule will be posted closer to the event.

The Great Hunt!  -- We will be bringing back the hunts of old.  It is time to rid our forests of Alagatorsnappingturtles and Fairies. They may seem cute and innocent on the outside but have become a menace to our lands. Therefore we will be Hunting them to thin their ranks.  The prize is a wool Hunters Pouch made by the autocrats hand. The Hunt will take place after the Tournament (inside if necessary) and before the feast. This way those who wish to remain protected by their armor may do so.  

A&S Contests: We will be making fairies for our Hunt. Flower and wooden parts will be provided (donations for the making of fairies will gladly accepted). Also we will be making Hound Masks for the Hunt. Hounds will be necessary to drive the Alagatorsnappingturtles and Fairies to the Hunters. Materials will be provided but those wishing to make Masks in advance are encouraged to do so. Scarves and mittens may not seem period and although they may not have survived, they `may' have been used back then. Anything that you can knit is acceptable. Please provide a copy of the pattern for the judge and document the materials used (wool, linen, cotton and silk yarns are preferred). These items also can be donated to the Barony or retrieved.  The prize will be a Knitted Item made by the hand of the Autocrat.

And now for something entirely different:

Du’ad Bob Review

I’d been looking forward to this one ever since I saw the first preview. It looked really good. Alas, as the day drew closer, I discovered that it was not going to be issued in wide release, but in limited release in select cities. So I toned down my anticipation a bit, not knowing if it would end up playing here in the Barony of Steppeford Springs. But I had hopes; the Barony is, after all, located in a large city by anyone’s standards. And my hopes were justified. I learned that it would be playing in not just one, but two theaters here during its run.  Unfortunately, it would open the weekend I would be attending a week-long conference. Hopes dashed again; limited release movies often don’t play for more than a week. But I returned from the conference, checked the listings, and discovered that it was still playing!  So I girded my loins, packed my wallet, and headed off to the theater for a look-see.  And thus it is that this month, Da’ud Bob reviews Mongol.

Starring Tadanobu Asano as Temudjin, Khulan Chuluun at Börte, Amadu Mamadakov as Targutai, Ba Sen as Esugei, Honglei Sun as Jamukha, Ba Te as Khasar, Ednyam Odsuren as the young Temudjin, Bayertsetseg Edernebat as the young Börte, Aliya as Oelun, Tegen Ao as Charkhu, and Ba Tu as Altan, this is, first off, clearly not an English-language movie.  What it is, however, is the story of the life and rise of Temudjin, who eventually united the Mongols under his leadership and became the khan of khans, Genghis Khan. It is based heavily on what few historical sources we have for his life, especially including the Secret History of the Mongols, “the only genuine Mongolian account of Chinggis Khan (Genghis Khan) and his family's history ... most likely assembled a few decades after his death in 1227.” And it was filmed on the steppes of what is now western China, the lands that nurtured the Mongols. (Indeed, some of the locations were so remote that the crew had to build roads to access them.) Though at times it seems that the movie is more about the relationship of Temudjin and his wife Börte than it is about his rise to the khanate, it nonetheless remains a chronicle of the rise of one of history’s greatest conquerors. (I mean, he did conquer an area larger than the empire of Alexander the Great.)

Good points: The yurts. The cinematography. (This is a very pretty movie. I’m talking Lawrence of Arabia and Dr. Zhivago pretty. The landscapes are gorgeous!) The horse chases. (One of the battle scenes required some 1,500 horses and riders, who had to be imported from Kazakhstan. The riders, not being professional actors, needed two months of training.) The costuming. Oh, and did I mention the landscapes? This is not, repeat, not anything at all like the old John Wayne vehicle covering the same people and time period, The Conqueror. No gratuitous dancing girls in impossible costumes. No expecting Temudjin to end every one of his lines with the word, “pilgrim.” No one listening “to [his] blood”, telling him he “must have this Tartar woman.”

Bad points: I’m sure there were some, but I was too busy watching the cinematography and landscapes to pay them any attention. Did I mention that it is a pretty movie?  

One breast.  4-1/2 gallons of blood. 113 dead bodies. Noose fu. Yoke fu. Scimitar fu.  Club fu. Arrow fu. Lasso fu. Spear fu. Whip fu. Temudjin rolls. Mongols roll. Gratuitous wrestling. Gratuitous wolf. Gratuitous blood brother ceremony. Academy Award nomination to Honglei Sun as Jamukha for his lines to Temudjin about Börte, “I wouldn’t sleep with such a woman. You’re brave.” A 64 on the Vomit Meter (mostly for the battle scenes spattering blood every which way). 3-1/2 Stars. Da’ud Bob says, “This is one of the prettiest movies I’ve seen in a long, long time.  Check it out!”
