Coronet Tourney is scheduled to take place Friday (pending the input of the Prince and Princess stepping up at Midwinter Coronet), Kingdom Investiture will take place on Saturday, and Coronet Investiture will take place on Sunday.

There will be more regarding the site very shortly I am compiling a list of amenities nearby and other information will be accessible via a website created for the event. 

On to the next point of business.  The Autocrat team is indeed in need of assistance and wish to solicit the entire populace of Oertha to volunteer to take up an Coordinator position. Caitriona and I figured these would be the things we would need assistants for. 

Hospitality Coordinator -- Lady Elizabeth as Principality Chatelaine has begun a list of available host(s) for visitors. Which would be nice to have if some do not wish to camp, also persons who may have extra camping equipment to loan to travelers. The coordinator would collect a list of hosts and equipment for use. 

Meal Coordinator -- We have six meals that will need to be provided (breakfast and lunch for Friday, Saturday and Sunday) This is being offered out to anyone or any group that would wish to host one of these meals as a fund raiser, all the proceeds of you or your group's efforts will completely go to the sponsoring members group or the group. However, we would like someone to volunteer to coordinate what persons or groups have volunteered to do which meals so we do not have groups competing for proceeds, we think it should be possible to have all six unprovided meals covered by sponsoring groups. 

Site Token Coordinator -- Our plan is to have some nice commemorative tokens made, which we would like to be made into pendants. The site token coordinator would be responsible for gathering a team to finish the tokens once we have them. Things that could be done ahead of time would be asking for volunteers to help make cording for hanging the tokens, which could be a project for people throughout the principality.

Feast Equipment Coordinator -- Technically a deputy to the Feastocrat, this person would be coordinating equipment for use in preparing the large Saturday evening feast. We have had offers from good folks within our populace who will loan the use of their camp cooking items. The coordinator would find out what is available for use, what is needed for its use (e.g.: repairs, propane, etc)  and assist with its delivery to the site for the feastocrats use and possible be a further assistant to the feastocrat in the preparation of the feast.

Feastocrat -- Well? It's rather obvious what would be done here, but be reassured that the event itself is only offering one feast it will take place Saturday evening. The menu is open and will be decided and planned by the feastocrat. We have a healthy budget amount set for this feast.   

Reservations Coordinator -- We will be offering Acceps as well is regular mailing of checks for our site and feast reservations. The coordinator will track all of the reservations and communicate the numbers to the autocrats and the feastocrat.  

Decorations Coordinator -- This may be a minimal obligation or it could a little more. As of yet we are not sure if there is or will be a theme. But finding this out could be part of the coordinator's job. 

Donations Coordinator -- This position has been taken up by Viscountess Caitriona and Lady Claire de Norwude, but they are asking for more volunteers to help. The idea here is that we will be soliciting local vendors for assistance with food items for the large feast, and fundraising auction. If you know a good group to solicit, then perhaps you'd be a good assistant.
