July 16-18, Oertha (Winter's Gate)

Their Highnesses Kennric and Rolynnda, Prince and Princess of Oertha, do invite all to participate in or bear witness to the Coronet List to select the next Prince and Princess.

 Activities will include the coronet tourney on Saturday, Investiture court on Sunday, Roses tourneys, competitions, A&S display, children's area and activities, and bardic.

For competitions, the principality A&S Minister and Autocrats invite the Guilds within Oertha to sponsor a contest or to teach a class. Contests so far are brewing and cordials (Gryphone Cellarmasters), period spice combinations (Measure for Measure), period riddles (Guild o Radnor), Mancala class and game tourney, as well as period game boards and/or pieces (Gamers Guild), and a bobbin lace class (Arachne's Web).

There will be an open A&S display inside the hall on Saturday. All artisans are invited to show off their wonderful projects, even if you choose not to participate in the competitions. We do ask that you include a car with your name and the item description for use in the display. If you have documentation, please bring it as well.

After the Coronet Tourney, there will be Roses tourneys for heavy and rapier fighters. Boffer fighting is a possibility for the children if there is enough interest. There will be a "children's area" with games, toys and activities, available throughout the event. We strongly encourage all parents and willing bodies to volunteer an hour or two in service to our Oerthan Treasures.

Event fee includes Saturday breakfast and lunch, and Sunday brunch. The Barony of Winter's Gate will be providing a warm and hearty Friday evening dinner of potato soup and grilled cheese sandwiches for arriving travelers and the crew working on set-up and pre-registration. A fundraiser feast for the Barony of Winter's Gate will be available on Saturday evening, for the purchase of a feast ticket (details to follow). If you do not wish to partake of the feast, there are many food options available nearby.

Site is the Dogmusher's hall and grounds, 925 Farmers Loop, Fairbanks 99709. Site will open 4 pm Friday and close 6 pm Sunday evening. There are no open fires allowed and the site is discreetly wet. The hall is available for meetings, classes and meals. The kitchen will be available for potable water and dishwashing.

Camping is available and encouraged, with space around the list field open for period pavilions and royal and baronial sunshades, with all other camp spaces arranged around the behind the list field spaces. 'Crash space' for visitors to wish to daytrip is available, as well as transportation help. For the best coordination of camping space (and food buying), we humbly request that you RSVP the autocrat as soon as possible. If you wish to camp, please include your pavilion/tent dimensions in your RSVP, as well as what kind of pavilion.

And now for something entirely different:

Du’ad Bob Review

Oh, my. I should have known better, really I should. I mean, this one had “From the same fine folks who brought you Dragon Storm” written all over it. Almost literally. That one had dragons from outer space (well, to be honest, their eggs came from outer space) wreaking havoc on 12th Century Carpathia. This one was not quite so specific as to time and place, but had the same basic CGI dragons, same sorts of dialogue, same kinds of costuming, but, and this is a plus in this case, seemed not to take itself quite so seriously. This last had the effect of at least making it more amusing, and therefore watchable. The plot, I suppose, could have been the story of St. George and the dragon, in the same sense that A Knight’s Tale was (partly) about Geoffrey Chaucer. That is to say, the name of the character may have been the same, but that’s pretty much where the resemblance to the historic personage ends. And the clearly modern touches begin. At least this one didn’t feature a blacksmith using the Nike™ logo on her armor. But thus it is that this month, Da’ud Bob reviews for you the SciFi Channel presentation of Dragon Sword.

With the note that “Every story begins and ends at the crossing of two paths,” this one stars James Purefoy as George the knight, Piper Perabo as Princess Luma, Patrick Swayze in a non-dancing, non-kickass role as Sir Garth, Michael Clarke Duncan as Tarik the Moor, Bill Treacher as Elmendorf, Jean-Pierre Castaldi as Father Bernard (though as a monk, he really should be listed as Brother Bernard), Rollo Weeks as Wryn, Paul Freeman as George’s father Sir Robert, Stefan Jürgens as Bulchar, Caroline Carver as Sister Angela, Joan Plowright as the Mother Superior, Simon Callow as King Edgar, and Carl Chase as Aard, with a brief cameo by Val Kilmer. The plot, as much of it as I could make out, involves returned from the Crusades knight George helping to find the Princess Luma, who has disappeared (just after seeing one of the last dragons, as we find out). When he finally does find her, she is protecting the egg of the last dragon, and keeps whacking him over the head with whatever object comes to hand (a rock, a leg bone) when he tries to destroy it. There’s a bunch of mercenaries chasing them, and of course the problem of her being betrothed to Sir Garth, who is really after the throne so that he can rule the kingdom. Naturally, it all works out in the end, and George is seen as the slayer of the last dragons.

Good points: The CGI dragons. The pavilion. The barding on the king’s horse.

Bad points: History? What history? Sitting around the house (apparently for days on end) in chain mail. Ouch! You’d think he’d get a bad case of “waffle weave” from it. George’s coat of arms is completely unlike his father’s. The incompetent roofer is amusing, but isn’t really a good point.

Zero breasts. ½ gallon of blood. Six dead bodies. Rope fu. Sword fu. Stick fu. Arrow fu.  Spear fu. Femur fu. Skateboard rolls. Cart rolls. Dragon egg rolls. Knight rolls. Fighters roll.  Gratuitous skateboarding monk. Gratuitous stating the obvious: “You’re a Moor!” “Yes, I am.”  Gratuitous ten-day-old dragon droppings. Gratuitous licorice. Gratuitous ax juggling.  Gratuitous puns. Gratuitous slo-mo. Gratuitous “Dread Pirate Roberts” (as in The Princess Bride) scenario. Academy Award nomination to James Purefoy as George for “You protect the egg; I’ll rescue the Princess.” A 78 on the Vomit Meter. Two stars. Da’ud Bob says, “Check it out!”
