That can only mean one thing: it's tourney season in Winter's Gate! It is time once again to choose the Captain of the Baronial militia by right of arms, so brush the dust off your armor, haul out  your pavilions, and come enjoy all that is fun in springtime in the Far North. There may even be a boar (or is it a bear?) hunt.

There will be a boxed lunch auction (don't forget the Digby's Cheesy Goo!). The autocrat's whim is period dishes that use flowers (not flour) as a primary component (not as an afterthought). The feast will be potluck, so please bring a dish that will serve 8-10 gentles.

'Twill be a time of remembrance, tourneys, feasting and games for all!

Traditional Selviergardian games, old and new, will be played throughout the weekend. Try  your hand at Rock, the poor Viking's answer to Boccie! Bring your own Rock, decorate it at home, or prettify it onsite. Paint will be supplied; brushes if you're lucky. Stephen and Fathir have been putting their heads together to keep us entertained. 

Baroness Margery of Winter's Gate has graciously agreed to organize a couple children's activities. Your help in minding the children will be most welcome. If you have young ones, please plan on giving an hour of your time to help entertain them. Granny Heleyne will hold a story hour on Saturday evening for all children.

Let us see what you've been doing! An A&S display will be set out on Saturday to show off your handiwork. Bring all your finished projects or works in progress. And now for something entirely different:

Du’ad Bob Review

I’ll admit it – I had my doubts. Anna Sue is of the opinion, to which I can certainly see her point, that Hollywood has been unable to come up with anything new for some time, apparently preferring to rehash, err, pardon me, “remake” updated versions of older movies and even television shows for the theater. So from the time that I first saw the ads for the remake of the 1981 original, as I say, I had my doubts. About how closely it would follow the story of the original. About how the special effects would work to improve, or hamper, the storyline. Indeed, even about whether or not a remake really needed to be made at all. And so it was that, when it opened in the theaters, I packed up my trusty Movie Review Form™, collected my handy little pen that lights up (so I can see what I’m writing in the darkened theater), and my wallet (‘cause they don’t let me into these things for free, you know), and drove on over to catch the early showing at the local Hyper-Giga-Super-Plex theater. The tag line for the movie was “Men against kings and kings against gods,” but the title might just as well have been Perseus Saves Argos. But so it is that this month, Da’ud Bob reviews for you the 2010 remake of the 1981 classic, Clash of the Titans.

Starring Sam Worthington as Perseus, Liam Neeson as Zeus, Ralph Fiennes as Hades, Jason Flemyng as Acrisius (who becomes Calibos), Gemma Arterton as Io, Alexa Davalos as Andromeda, Tine Stapelfeldt as Danae, Mads Mikkelsen as Draco, Polly Walker as Cassiopeia, and a bunch of well-known actors in what amount to cameo roles as various Olympian gods, this remake, as one blurb put it, “loosely follows the myth of Perseus.” All I can say is that I consider the 1981 original to have “loosely followed the myth of Perseus,” and that this one is more of a “fast and loose” version. There are so many places where the film departs from the myth that I cannot name them all, but they begin at the opening scene of the wooden box in the water with only one living person in it and end just before the closing credits where Perseus ends up with a completely different woman. In between those two, while many of the names remain the same, and some of the characters, so much has been added or completely changed around that I can only hope that people are not relying on this movie to help them know or understand some of the ancient Greek myths.

Good points: The special effects are truly wondrous. Anna Sue really likes Charon, the ferryman of the dead across the River Styx.

Bad points: The special effects not infrequently overwhelm the storyline. Andromeda hanging by her arms from a crane, rather than being chained to a rock. The Kraken is nothing like the sea monster in the original myth; indeed, I’m pretty sure that that monster’s name, Cetos, gives rise to the Linnaean order for whales, cetacea. (Just looked it up on-line; I’m right.                  I love it when that happens!) What the heck are djinn (or jinn) doing in this movie? They’re from a whole different literary tradition. The giant scorpions weren’t really quite believable. (And in the original myth, they sprang from the blood of Medusa, not Calibos. Really, you should look all this stuff up.) What kind of uranium is Zeus’ armor made out of, that makes it glow like that?

Zero breasts. One gallon of blood. Sixteen dead bodies. (It’s a pretty small body count for all the fighting that went on, but many of the “deaths” were off-screen.) Lightning fu. Sword fu.  Arrow fu. Dagger fu. Ax fu. Djinn heart nuclear explosion fu. Stalactite fu. Staff fu. Pegasus fu.  Kraken fu. Fighters roll. Perseus rolls. Waves roll. Heads roll. Gratuitous giant scorpions. Gratuitous dancing girls. Gratuitous homage to the 1981 original (in the form of the mechanical owl Bubo). Gratuitous djinn. A 76 on the Vomit Meter. Three stars. Da’ud Bob says, “Check it out!”
