From the Crown Princess:

Because I don't like to be surprised by what the Royalty are doing in Court, and because I know that several of my friends feel the same way:

There are a few things that will happen at Coronation slightly differently than usual.

1. I will swear my Coronation Oath on a box that contains soil from every branch in the Kingdom, and some from the site of the first tournament.  It does not feel appropriate for me to swear on the Great Sword of State, although there are Queens for whom that is right.  I thought long and hard before deciding that it would be right and appropriate for me to swear on the land.  If anyone wishes to see the box after Coronation, it will be displayed in the Royal Pavilion.

2. The King will be accepting the fealty of the Order of Chivalry.  I am "old school" and the Knights always used to swear only to the King. I am willing to accept fealty from individual Knights who wish to swear to the Queen, but I feel strongly that the fealty of the Knights as an Order belongs to the King.

3. Again because I am "old school", the Queen's Guard should consist of "unbelted fighters of worth".  However, the Society in which we live is a growing, changing entity, and there are other groups that deserve notice for their accomplishments.  Therefore, during my reign, we will have the Queen's Guard for the fighters we call "heavies", the Queen's Cadre for rapier fighters, the Queen's Cavalry for equestrians, the Queen's Archers for ˆ wait for it ˆ archers, and the Queen's Artisans for those who practice the Arts and Sciences.  Together these five cohorts will make up the Queen's Company.

You may notice that there is no cohort in the Queen's Company for those who are performing service to our Kingdom.  This is because I feel that it would be a disservice to the Kingdom to distract those worthies who are serving their branches as officers or all of us as autocrats ˆ but I charge you all to look to those people for inspiration and for instruction in how to make the Society work for all. I did not ignore them ˆ I know who they are and what they are doing.

The first part of the day will involve the Tourney for the Champion of the College of St. Boniface. The list will open promptly at 10 am, and the tourney will start at 11am SHARP. 

The tourney will be immediately followed by a Pas de Arms that is open to ALL fighters from wherever they hail. Please bring your pageantry, your sense of Honor, and join others of like mind on the field where you will have the ability to challenge and be challenged.  We ask all others to help fill our Gallery and be as much a part of the Pas as the fighters are.  The Gallery will have the joy of choosing the best death, the best introduction, best appearance, as well as a host of other pleasurable pursuits. Bring tokens to give to fighters that impress you (there will be some tokens available, but more is always better!).

We invite EVERYONE to bring banners, flags, flowers and other items to enliven the display and help brighten the day!  

The tourney and Pas are not the only activities for the day. There will be a discussion held by Mistress Magdalena on “what is Chivalry?” Baroness Margery will teach a stick weaving class to children and the young at heart.  

At 5 pm will begin the Foolishness that spring sun brings upon us. We welcome all to join in the fun that can be found in silliness!  From 5 pm on through dinner and to the end, we would like to see revelry!  During dinner there will be a Most Outrageous Silly Garb Contest, an A&S contest on feathers used in a period style, and a contest for unusual desserts made to look like other things (like stained glass cookies, marzipan shaped like animals etc).  Of course there will be the contest for our New Baronial Fool (watch the elist for details)! 

Dinner is a potluck feast. For each adult attending, please bring a dish that serves at least 8 people. Feast to be served around 6 pm. We intend to sacrifice game to the goddess Diana through the rites of Pinata. Offerings to Diana should serve 8-10 adults: sides, greens, main dishes or desserts are all appropriate. Period foods, Roman or otherwise, are encouraged. The Autocrats Whim is period game recipes (chicken or other substitutions allowed). The barony will provide a main dish. 

The Baroness' Whim is flowers in needlework of any kind. The Baron's Whim is pretty shields in two categories. The first, for fighters, a call to improve the look of the militia's shields (heraldic, or simply something other than plain aluminum and wooden shields). The second, for non-fighters, emblazoned shields in any mode. The second Autocrats' Whim is Roman clothing, from the Classical to the Fall of Rome: documentation (or really good rationalization) are encouraged and will be scored accordingly.

There will be two fundraisers for the barony at the event. The first will be a Luncheon Auction. We encourage the wonderful cooks of the barony to pack a lunch for 4-6 to be auctioned off. Winners will receive not only the lunch, but also the company of the preparer. The second will be an Artisan's Auction. And now for something entirely different:

Du’ad Bob Review

It’s just wonderful, the things you can find on cable TV in these enlightened times. One of the opening lines of The Lone Ranger comes to mind: “Hark back to those thrilling days of yesteryear!” We didn’t know what a “yesteryear” was, exactly, but it sure sounded exciting, so it must have been good, right? Well, Turner Classic Movies, harking back, as it were, ran a twenty-four hour Shakespeare marathon, with some movies that really harked back. (Gee, when you say it that way, it doesn’t sound so good. “Yeah, my cat was over in the corner, harking back all over the carpet.” Eww.) As a part of this marathon, for those who got up really early (or who, like your intrepid reviewer, set the timer on the VCR!), they had a collection of seven movies made back between 1899(!) and 1911. None of them had sound, of course. (That was a feature which would come some time later in the movies.)  And, of course, there’s a lot more going on on-screen than those caption cards will actually tell you. So, really, it actually helped understand what was going on if you already knew at least the basic outlines of the plots of these various stories. But that silence is what gave the collection its name, as this month, Da’ud Bob reviews Silent Shakespeare.

As noted above, Silent Shakespeare is really a collection of seven silent movies (which tended to be pretty short in those early days). From shortest to longest, they are: King John (1899), British, starring Sir Hebert Beerbohm Tree; The Tempest (American, 1908); A Midsummer Night’s Dream (American, 1909); King Lear (1910), Italian, with Francesca Bertini; Twelfth Night (American, 1910); The Merchant of Venice (1910), also Italian, and also with Francesca Bertini; and Richard III (1911), British, with Sir Frank Benson in the title role.  King John lasts all of three minutes, and recreates King John’s death scene at the end of the play.  Richard III has a pretty large cast, including Victor McClure as the son of the Earl of Surrey and Kathleen Yorke as Edward, Prince of Wales, and is also the longest, running for 23 minutes.

Good points: Ariel stuck in a tree in The Tempest. Puck flying in Midsummer Night’s Dream. The heraldic tabards in Richard III. Filming The Merchant of Venice in Venice. The special effects, for their time, were pretty good. Not up to Star Wars standards, by any means, but things like the shipwreck in the storm and Puck flying were better than I had expected.

Bad points: Stage costuming. “Athenians” dressed just like Romans. Middle-aged “young lovers”.  “Penelope” is the one who had the fight with Titania in Midsummer Night’s Dream rather than Oberon. The horned helm, and winged helms.

Zero breasts. Zero gallons of blood. Ten dead bodies. (Nine of them in Richard III.)  Magic fu. Love potion fu. Sword fu. Dagger fu. Waves roll. Gratuitous Ariel becoming a monkey for one scene. Gratuitous nightmares. Academy Award nominations to all of these cinematic pioneers, who did their best to put Shakespeare on film in the earliest days of the industry. Beware of Greek transvestites bearing love notes. A 65 on the Vomit Meter. Two stars. Da’ud Bob says, “Check it out!”
