These are a few of the different kinds of maille the teacher will be showing: European 4 in 1 and 6 in 1, Asian 4 to 1 and 6 to 1, King's Maille, Dragon Scale and Emperor's Maille sheets.  Byzantine, Trizantine, Half Persian, Full Persian, Helix, Box and Round Maille braids.

Did you know there were that many? even more!  Please bring needle nose pliers for you and maybe a pair for another to borrow.

Du’ad Bob Review

It’s almost always interesting to track down the origin of a word or a phrase. In this case, the phrase was the “seven seas.”  I mean, you have to wonder, which seven? (Although, truth be told, all of the various oceans and seas in the world are interconnected, making for just one very, very large body of water.) Well, it turns out to be a bit complicated, because you have to find out the when as well as the where. In the Middle Ages, the seven seas were believed to include: the Black Sea, the Caspian Sea, the Persian Gulf, the Red Sea, the Mediterranean Sea, the Adriatic Sea (but not the Aegean, for some reason), and the Arabian Sea. Later, during the era of the great clipper ships, the “seven seas” were comprised of the following bodies of water in the East Indies: the Banda Sea, the Celebes Sea, the Flores Sea, the Java Sea, the South China Sea, the Sulu Sea, and the Timor Sea. If someone had sailed these Seven Seas, it meant basically that he had sailed to the other side of the world.  Since the discovery of the Americas, the term “seven seas” has generally referred to seven of the largest bodies of water in the world: the Arctic Ocean, the Atlantic Ocean, the Indian Ocean, the Pacific Ocean, the Mediterranean Sea, the Caribbean Sea, and the Gulf of Mexico.  And why is knowing this at all important? Because the “Seven Seas” played a role in the title of this month’s movie, and I really wanted to know how accurate the number was. To be brief, no, it wasn’t. If you take the modern “seven seas,” two were actually shown (the Mediterranean Sea and the Caribbean Sea), one was implied (you have to sail across the Atlantic Ocean to get from the Mediterranean to the Caribbean), and one was mentioned in the prologue (“From India’s Ocean to the Caribees”). But then, “Raiders of the Two Seas” or even “Raiders of the Three Seas” just doesn’t have the same cachet as the title of this month’s movie, Raiders of the Seven Seas.

Starring John Payne as Barbarossa, Donna Reed as the Countess Alida, Gerald Mohr as Capitan Jose Salcedo, Lon (The Wolfman) Chaney, Jr. as Peg Leg, Anthony Caruso as Renzo, Henry Brandon as Captain Goiti, Skip Torgerson as Datu, Frank DeKova as Capitan Romero, William Tannen as Ramon, Claire Du Brey as Senora Salcedo, Howard Freeman as Mayor Pompano, and Anthony Warde as Delgado, this movie about pirates begins, surprisingly enough, in the harem of the Sultan in North Africa, where the leader of his fleet has apparently been paying too much personal attention to his most recent acquisition. In his escape, Barbarossa (whom we find out is the son of a French Countess and her Spanish captor) takes over a Spanish slave ship and, with his newly-freed crew, sails for “the Caribees” to wreak his vengeance (for the wrongs done to his mother years before, I guess) on the Spanish, and to make a little money, as well. The remainder of the movie is about the developing love between Barbarossa and his captive the Countess Alida, and the efforts of the Spanish (including her fiancé Capt. Salcedo) to free her and bring him to Spanish justice.

Good points: The music is very stirring.

Bad points: 1950s Hollywood costuming. Spanish galleons flying what I believe was the Swedish flag. Off the shoulder dresses. Instantly fatal gut wound. Why would the Spanish off-load their cannon instead of simply using their ships as floating batteries?

Zero breasts. No blood. 36 dead bodies. Lash fu. Rapier fu. Cannon fu. Cutlass fu. Pistol fu. Sailors roll. Spaniards roll. Gratuitous Gypsy dancing girl. Gratuitous drawing mustaches on painting. Gratuitous note in the sand. Gratuitous mass wedding. Gratuitous fisticuffs.  Academy Award nomination to John Payne as Barbarossa for “I reject your right to take the slaves” (reminiscent of The Mythbusters’ “I reject your reality and substitute my own.”) and to Donna Reed for her opinion of the size of the cabin: “It isn’t big enough to hold your self-opinion.”  A 54 on the Vomit Meter. Two stars. Da’ud Bob says, “Check it out!”
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
