Upcoming Events:

May Captaincy

May 23-24, Winter's Gate (Fairbanks)

A call resounds t hrough the forests and hills of our beloved homeland unto the bravest and boldest warriors of the north! The time has arrived once again to select a new Captain of the Winter's Gate Militia. Many mighty warriiors will fall in the quest to select the most worthy, but it is a sacrfice we are wiling to accept, and will honor the fallen with much pomp and circumstance.

The Norse Festival of Einherjar honors those warriors who have fallen in battle. In celebration, a melee, open to all fighters, will be held after the Captaincy tourney, in which all the dead will be escorted from the field by a phalanx of beautiful Valkyries, and honored in proper Viking tradition by a funeral pyre.

The fighter dying the most gloriously will be further honored with offerings of funerary treasures to enhance a stay in Valhalla. (Please bring a SMALL offering of fine food with which to honor the dead.) Once there, the newly-resurrected warriors will be invited to participate in our traditional Flowers Tourney.

Site will open at 10 am; lists will open promptly at 11:15 after a brief opening court at 11 am, and the tourney will start at noon SHARP (there is too much to be done during the day for delay ... please be timely).

In addition to a boxed-lunch auction (further details to be posted later), we will have a class on making an embroidered Viking pouch. Ready-to-use wool for spinning will be available both Saturday and Sunday for those who wish to bring spindles and spin. A few will also be available as loaners. Anyone wanting to learn how to use a nostepinne to handwind centerpull balls of yarn is also welcome.  

Contests? There must be contests to show the superiority of all things Norse! (A pox on the Saxons!) First is a contest for a NEW Viking item. Yes, this means something you don't already have laying around. The item is up to you - a comb, a box, musical instrument, weapon, garb, etc. As always, documentation is a plus! Other competitions include the Baroness' whim: an SCA-period toy (not necessarily Viking, and 'twill be good for practicing, trying out, and getting ideas for Coronet!) and Autocrats' whim: a Viking recipe. Please bring a copy of the recipe to share.

Dinner will be a potluck with a meat dish provided by the Barony. Please bring a dish that will feed 8-10 people. As there are a myriad of allergies amongst the populace, we do strongly ask (nay, the allergic among us insist plaintively for the sake of our growling bellies!) that you provide a card with a full listing of the ingredients of your dish. 

Sunday's festivities will include a fighter practice with singles and melees as well as socializing. Any musicians out there are strongly encouraged to bring any and all instruments, period or not, as we attempt to coordinate renditions of a few simple tunes. Please contact Ellisif for music. The Heart of Winter's Gate requests (and the autocratic spawn insist) that there should be dancing Sunday as well. An introduction to bargello class will also be taught to interested persons.

June 20-21, Shire of Pavlok Gorod (Kodiak)

Join us as we celebrate the Great Outdoors, the solstice and some Shire Birthdays (Tama is turning 40 and Jacklynne will be 18). Featured activities include an animal roast, scavenger hunt on the beach and singing around the large firepit. This is our chance to get our "feet wet" and learn how to camp as a group for our upcoming excursion North to Coronet-Purgatorio. Competitions include best period encampment, and best period campfire dish.

Schedule: Site Opens at noon on Saturday (or as soon as the caravan containing the autocrat gets to the gate). Planned activities end Sunday at 3pm. Camping will probably continue for several days thereafter for those who would like to stay and watch buffalo, fish in the river, smell the flowers, or just relax on the beach. Unless the rain descends with dervish-like abandon, of course.

Site Restrictions: Behave in a neighborly and chivalrous manner - while we will be on a very large, mostly empty lot, there are neighboring houses within shouting distance. Use the marked paths to get to the beach. Don't run at the buffalo, cows, or horses. Fishing permits are required for those with a yen to catch a salmon. Store all food in vehicles not in tents or pavilions. Practice bear aware safety.

Things to Bring: Bring everything you will need to survive for two  days and one night in the outdoors. There is an outhouse and a very  large fire pit, but that's it. The autocrat is roasting either a pig or goat, and bringing lime for the outhouse, but nothing else will be  provided unless you make prior arrangements for loaner gear.

About the Site: The site is located on private property in a gated  community just before the Pasagshak State recreation site. The autocrat  is the only one with a key to the gate. Please meet at the parking lot  of the Kodiak Airport at 10 am, Saturday morning. We will caravan together to the site from there. Those unable to make the caravan time should contact the autocrat and make arrangements to be let in the gate at another time. And now for something entirely different:

Du’ad Bob Review

It’s almost always a positive thing to find yet another version of one of Shakespeare’s plays, whether playing on the TV or in the theaters. This is true even when they are changing the setting, or “updating” it in one way or another, usually in a mostly-futile effort to make it more “relevant” to whatever they conceive to be their audience. Because it’s always interesting to see yet another director’s “take” on these classics of English literature. As a consequence, over the years we’ve seen Shakespeare set in modern-day Los Angeles, modern-day Verona, California, late 1930s England, modern-day England, a fast-food joint in Pennsylvania, an upscale restaurant in London, an Italian villa of no particular date, Italy in the 1890s, modern Greece, and so on. So when I ran across yet another “updating” of a Shakespeare play, set in the period between the World Wars, running on the local public television station, of course I had to watch it and review it for you, my faithful readers.  And so it is that this month, Da’ud Bob reviews the ExxonMobil Masterpiece Theater’s take on The Merchant of Venice.

Starring David Bamber as the merchant Antonio, Alexander Hanson as his young friend Bassanio, Richard Henders as Bassanio’s compatriot Gratiano, Derbhle Crotty as Portia, Alex Kelly as Nerissa, Gabrielle Jourdan as Jessica, Jack James as Lorenzo, David Burt as the Duke of Venice, and Henry Goodman as Shylock the Jewish moneylender, this play is one of Shakespeare’s comedies which, while it has many of the trappings of his other comedies - disguises, plot twists, intertwining of the fates of master and man - doesn’t really seem all that funny; but it’s not really one of his tragedies either, since there isn’t a pile of dead bodies at the end (a mark of most of his true tragedies). Indeed, it really is only Shylock’s story that is the tragic one. There are two major and a number of minor plots. The first major plot involves the wooing and winning of the lovely Portia by Bassiano, who according to her father’s will can only be wed by the man who correctly selects the one of three small caskets - of gold, of silver, and of lead - which contains her portrait. The other major plot consists of the loan of 3,000 ducats by Shylock to Antonio to finance Bassiano’s wooing, for three months at no interest, but with the “bond”, or collateral, that if repayment is not made on the date specified, Shylock may have one pound of Antonio’s flesh. Minor plots include Shylock’s daughter Jessica running off with the Christian Lorenzo, taking with her a fair bit of Shylock’s fortune, and Portia and Nerissa disguising themselves as men and, among other things, talking their new husbands into giving them the rings that they had been given with the promise to never part with them. In the end, this being a comedy, it all comes out well. Well, except for Shylock, who must become a Christian.

Good points: It’s Shakespeare’s words.  Some of them may be familiar to those who may have never seen or read the play. “All the glistens is not gold.” “The quality of mercy is not strained.” Portia’s review of some of her suitors by watching a 16mm film of them. The sets and clothing are all pretty much appropriate to the era of the setting. The Duke looks just like a CEO.

Bad points: It’s a film of a stage performance, with all of the limitations that entails. The sets are often a little stark. The very strong homosexual undertones of Antonio’s love for Bassanio.

Zero breasts. No blood. No dead bodies. Bond fu. Law fu. Ring rolls. Gratuitous nightclub. Gratuitous scimitar. Gratuitous Flamenco dancing. Gratuitous songs. Gratuitous violin music. Gratuitous guitarist. Academy Award nomination to Henry Goodman as Shylock, for making the character tragic without making him too much a caricature. (He actually did win the 1999 Olivier Award for Best Actor  -- England’s equivalent to Broadway’s Tony Award  -- for his portrayal of Shylock in the stage version.) A 52 on the Vomit Meter.  2-1/2 Stars.  Da’ud Bob says “Check it out!”
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
